MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN THE MINISTRY OF TRANSPORT OF UKRAINE ON
BEHALF OF THE CABINET OF MINISTERS OF UKRAINE AND
THE DEPARTMENT OF MARITIME & INLAND WATERS

ADMINISTRATION OF THE MINISTRY OF INFRASTRUCTURE
OF THE REPUBLIC OF POLAND ON RECOGNITION OF
CERTIFICATES OF COMPETENCE PURSUANT TO

REGULATION 1/10 OF THE INTERNA TIONAL CONVENTION ON
STANDARDS OF TRAINING, CERTIFICA TION AND

WATCHKEEPING FOR SEAFARERS, 1978, AS AMENDED IN 1995

The Minist1Y of Transport of Ukraine on behalf of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine and the Maritinne Authority of Poland on behalf of the Government of
Poland,

In pursuance of Regulation 1/10 of the International Convention on Standards of
Training, Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers, 1978, as amended in 1995
(hereinafter - "STCW Convention"),

Being guided by the instructions for establishing arrangements between the
Parties to the STC'W Convention contained in the MSC/Circ.950 of 30 May 2000,
adopted by the 73d session of the Maritime Safety Committee of the International
Maritime Organization,

have agreed as follows:

Paragraph I
Definitions

1.1. The terni "Certificate-issuing Party" means the Ministry of Transport of
Ukraine - a competent body authorized by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine.

1.2. The ternn "Administration" means Maritime Authority of Poland duly
authorized according to the national legislation of Poland which will recognize

certificates of competence of Certificate-issuing Party.

I .9. The tern) "Facilities and procedures" means companies, agencies and
organizations, operating within the liniits of Party's responsibility according to the

STCW Convention, regardless of their authority or property, as well as the systelll on
controlling and observing compliance with STCW Convention's requirenlents on
training, assessment and certification for seafarers of Certificate-issuing Party.

l. IO. The terni "Certificate of competence" means a valid doctllnent, regardless
of its title, issued by Certificate-issuing Party or under its authority, giving its holder
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the right to occupy the position according to certificate of competency or national
laws and regulations.

1.1 1. The terni "Certificate of recognition" means a valid docurnent issued by
Administration confirming its holder the right to occupy the position according to the
national legislation of Administration.

Paragraph 2

Terms of Recognition

Pursuant to Regulation 1/10 of STCW Convention and to ensure convliance
with STCW Convention and STCW Code Achninistration undertakes to recognize

certificates of competence of Certificate-issuing Party, provided that the following
conditions are satisfied:

2. l. Certificate-issuing Party ensures that training and assessment for seafarers
are performed and controlled according to provisions of Section A-1/6 of STCW Code
and STCW Convention's requirements.

2.2. Certificate-issuing Party ensures that certificates of competence are duly
registered and authenticated, this to be certified by inscription on the reverse side of
document.

2.3. Certificate-issuing Party ensures that persons responsible för training and
assessment for seafarers are duly qualified pursuant to the requirements of Section A-
1/6 of STCW Code.

2.4. Certificate-issuing Party will allow, according to Regulation 1/1() of S"ICW'
Convention, access to its facilities and procedures for inspecting and observing
purposes. Compliance with the requirements of SICW Convention Inay be examined
by Administration regarding the following:

(i) standards of competence;
(ii) issue, endorsement, revalidation and revocation of certificates of

cornpetence;
(iii) registration of certificates of competence;
(iv) medical fitness standards for seafarers;
(v) exchange of införmation on validity of certificates of conlpetence.
2.5. Certificate-issuing Party undertakes, within 90 (ninety) days, to notify

Administration of any significant change in the arrangement of training and
certification systenl. Significant changes should be understood to include:

(i) changes in the position or address of the official of Certificate-issuing Pany;
(ii) changes affecting the procedures set forth in this Memorandum;
(iii) changes which amount to substantial diffZ•rences from the information

communicated to the Secretary-General of the International Maritime Organization
pursuant to section A-I/7 of STCW Code.
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2.6. Certificate-issuing Party undertakes, within 30 (thirty) days, to notify
Administration of any revalidation or revocation of certificates of competence for
disciplinary reasons.

2.7. Administration undertakes within 30 (thirty) days, to notify Certificate-
issuing Party of any revalidation or revocation of certificates of recounition stating the

reasons of that revalidation or revocation.
2.8. Certificate-issuing Party ensures that evaluation of quality standards is in

compliance with the requirements of Regulation 1/8 of STCW Convention.

Paragraph 3

Visiting Procedure

Visiting by Administration of approved facilities and procedures of Certificate-
issuing Party will follow notification, 30 (thirty) days prior to expected date of visit,
by fax or e-mail on behalf of the official of Administration in the name of the official
of Certificate-issuing Party containing:

(i) pumose of visiting;
(ii) 'facilities and procedures to be visited by Adnninistration;
(iii) list of visiting officials from Administration.

Paragraph 4

Verification Procedure

4. l. Adlilinistration, according to the requirements of Regulation 1/1() of STOW
Convention, may velify the validity and contents of certificates of competence. The
official of Administration to the official of Certificate-issuing Party will connrnunicate
any request on validity of certificates of competence in written and electronic

4.2. The official of certificate-issuing Party will reply in written and electronic
form to the said request, within 2 (two) next working days.

Paragraph 5

Settlements of Disputes

Any dispute between the Signatories arising out of this Memorandunn will be
resolved by nneans of negotiations.
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Paragraph 6

Final Clauses

6.1. Each Signatory will notify other Signatory that all necessary national
procedures for lhe entry into force of this Memorandum have been fulfilled. This
Memorandum will enter into force after the receipt of the last of two notifications
mentioned above.

6.2. This Memorandum will remain in force for a period of five years and
thereafter be automatically extended for another five-year period unless either of the
Signatories expresses its desire to renegotiate Memorandum or any of its provisions
by giving the written notification to other Signatory to that efTect not less than six
months prior to expiry of any of the above mentioned periods. Such notification will
be motivated.
